This 54-year-old single unemployed Caucasian female is seen by me, accompanied by the staff from the program she is in. Reports that she continues with periods of agitation and physical aggression, and reportedly been responding to auditory hallucinations. She was assaultive to the staff, even though after incident she goes back and says that she was sorry. She claims that it is in a voice that she is from her deceased father, who she claims is trying to get back at the children because he was afraid that the children might harm him. Continues to be somewhat illogical inappropriate and tends to be circuitous and circumstantial. Judgement and insight are rather poor. No reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, she is alert, verbal, and appropriately dressed. Responded and interacted fairly. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors. No noted signs of side effects from the medication.

Diagnostic Impression: Bipolar disorder - mixed with psychosis.

Treatment and Recommendations: In view of the reported auditory hallucinations, increase Saphris to 10 mg one in the morning and one at h.s. Continue with Tofranil 25 mg three at h.s. and Lexapro 30 mg daily, all for a month supply and Ativan 0.5 mg one b.i.d. quantity 60 with no refill, and to return to see me in four weeks for review of medication and followup. Continue with present placement, supervision, monitoring, and individual therapy.
