SUBJECTIVE: This patient presents today with a history of decreased hearing and ear pain. He reports to his mother that again about a week ago he has had a history of cerumen impaction. Mother did apply some oil to the ears to soften the earwax. He is here to have it irrigated. He is otherwise doing well and there is no fevers, cough, chills, or sore throat.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: The tympanic membranes could not be visualized secondary to significant cerumen impaction. Wax appears to be soft. Chest: Clear. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No pedal pulse or cervical lymphadenopathy.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Hearing loss/ear pain/cerumen impaction – I could not fully visualize the tympanic membranes and therefore we had to irrigate the ear. We are only partially successful irrigating the left ear, but the child was very noncompliant and we were unable to do both ears. I was able to curette some of the wax out as well. I have advised the mother that she can attempt to irrigate the ear at home and gave her a syringe and gave her instructions on how to do this properly. The child might be more compliant if the mother irrigates it. Total time spent with the patient was 25 minutes.
