Dear Andre:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Jefferson-Monroe, today.

She is a 73-year-old female who presents for her annual eye exam. She has no visual complaints.

I am happy to report that her visual acuity is stable at 20/50 in the right eye and 20/20 in the left eye with her current correction. She has early cataracts in each eye, which are nonsurgical. She has decreased vision in the right eye secondary to history of a branch retinal vein occlusion, which is stable following panretinal laser photocoagulation in the right eye.

At the present time, she needs no additional ocular treatment. I have therefore asked her to return in one year or sooner should she have any problems.

I will keep you informed of her progress.
