Dear Eric:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Gales, today.

She is a 49-year-old female whom you referred for ocular evaluation. At the present time, she does complain of occasional double vision for years.

Examination reveals a visual acuity is 20/40 in the right eye and 20/30 in the left eye without correction. Proper refraction can achieve 20/20 vision in each eye. She does have an exophoria with moderately good control. Otherwise her ocular examination is normal. I will be giving Ms. Gales a prescription for new glasses. Her improved vision should help her keep her eyes together. We can reevaluate her in one year. We can consider putting prisms in her glasses if she continues to complain of double vision.

I will keep you informed of her progress.
