The patient is here with a two-day history of cough, congestion, runny nose, and wheezing. She was started empirically on Tamiflu yesterday and Motrin. She has been taking also over-the-counter medication for cough. She was somewhat better. We discussed also abdominal ultrasound that showed enlarged left-sided renal cyst. There is no evidence of gallstones or signs of acute cholecystitis. At this time, we will discuss with the patient. The patient will need the CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis to better characterize her abdominal pain and the cystic mass found in the left kidney. The patient is to be treated with the Advair for her acute illness. She needs referral for colonoscopy and she is in the need of the bone density to rule out osteoporosis. The patient is to return to the clinic as scheduled on February 21, 2013.
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
