Dear Vivian:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Flood, today.

She is a 21-year-old female whom you referred for ocular evaluation following her failing her vision test at the motor vehicle department.

Examination reveals a visual acuity of 20/300 in the right eye and 20/40 in the left eye. With her current correction, proper refraction can achieve 20/100 vision in the right eye and 20/30 vision in the left eye. She has high myopia with associated amblyopia in the right eye. She also has peripheral retinal changes stigmata of possible retinopathy of prematurity. Otherwise she has no active ocular problems. I will be giving Ms. Flood a prescription for new glasses. She can return in one year or sooner should she have any problems.

I will keep you informed of her progress.
