Recent Behavior and Presentation: Staff is not reporting any behavioral problems. No recent reports of eating or sleeping problems. No recent reports of paranoia or psychosis. No recent reports of lethargy. No recent reports of depression or anxiety.

Observation: The patient was up in a wheelchair. She is awake and alert and oriented x 3. Hygiene and grooming are good. Muscle tone and strength are within normal limits. No irregular movements were seen. Speech is spontaneous, coherent and goal directed. Thought process is intact. No loose associations. No delusions or paranoia expressed. She did not appear to be responding to internal stimuli. She did not express suicidal ideations. She is oriented x 3. Recent and remote memory is intact. Fund of knowledge is intact. Her concentration is good. She had no complaints of side effects. Mood is euthymic. Affect was constricted.

Current Medications: Paxil 40 mg daily.

Assessment: Major depression. Currently, mood and behavior are stable. Medication appears effective in treating her illness.
Plan: Continue the Paxil 40 mg daily for depression and anxiety. Primary care physician is to follow up medically. The benefits of the medications outweigh the risks. More than 17 minutes of the patient time and floor time was spent in providing coordination of care with staff.
