Dear Dr. Hart:

I had the pleasure of seeing Yeremey Bernabe in the office today for a followup office visit. Yeremey is now 4 years of age. He was originally seen right after birth at UMC Hospital Medical Center and was diagnosed with a myelomeningocele. He had myelomeningocele repaired as well as a VP shunt for hydrocephalus. His last surgery was on 09/12/2011 at which time I did a distal shunt revision. He overall has been doing well. He presents to the office today with his mother. I have been following him in the office and his last office visit was on 05/03/2012. I had recommended followup MRI to review a prominent thoracic syrinx extending from approximately T2-T6 region. His followup MRI was done. I did review the study and compared it to the prior. Overall, the syrinx appears stable in size and somewhat diminished in caliber as compared to the prior one in August 2011. He presents to the office today with his mother. She reports no new problems. He is up walking and running around. He does have some foot and ankle orthosis on. She is straight cathing him three times a day, which is not significantly changed according to her normal routine. He is awake and alert. He seems happy in no acute distress. He has no complaints of any headaches nor any pain or worsening ambulatory status. Heart has a regular rate and rhythm. Chest is clear. Abdomen is soft and benign. Extremities are warm and dry with no erythema or edema. His sensation is intact.

In summary, Yeremey is a pleasant 4-year-old with a past history of myelomeningocele and hydrocephalus. He has Chiari and a prominent thoracic syrinx. Overall, at this point, clinically he seems to be doing well. I had recommended continued conservative followup and we will see him back in the office in four months with a repeat MRI of the brain. Mother is in agreement at this point of returning to the office as recommended. They will return for another visit in four months.
