Dear Getachew:

I had a chance to see your patient, Mr. Herrion, today.

He is a 59-year-old gentleman whom you referred for ocular evaluation. He reports poor vision in the right eye following trauma in 1991. He did not seek professional attention at that time.

Examination reveals a visual acuity of no light perception in the right eye and 20/30 in the left eye with best correction. He has decreased vision in the right eye, which may be secondary to traumatic optic neuropathy. He has symptomatic dry eyes as well. Finally, he has presbyopia. I will be giving Mr. Herrion prescription for new bifocals. I have asked him to protect his left eye at all times. He may also use artificial tears on a p.r.n. basis for symptomatic relief of his dry eyes. I will also have him return for visual field testing and optic nerve tomography. We may need to consider imaging studies to rule out a compressive optic neuropathy as a cause of his problems in the right eye. However, compressive intracranial lesion is probably not likely given that his symptoms have been stable for the last 20 years.

I will keep you informed of his progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
