She has no edema in the legs. She has sore in the affected area with some warmth and swelling. There are no signs of cellulitis. She will apply warm compresses and duplex scan to rule DVT will be arranged. She knows that if she has persistent symptoms of clot despite being on Coumadin at a therapeutic level, then will be considered failure of Coumadin and she might need an IVC filter.
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
