She possibly may have gotten some sort of bug bite about five days prior to this appointment just lateral to her right orbit. It has been itching and little bit swollen. She has not had fevers or chills. Morning tends to be worse. On exam, there is some boggy erythema looking more allergic. There is no ulcer. There is no puncture wound that is visible. Extraocular movements are intact. No cellulitis. Temperature is 98, pulse is 72, weight is slim at 121 pounds, and blood pressure is 110/74.

She will continue Benadryl, Claritin, may apply cool compresses p.r.n. and Bactrim to the affected area in case if it is an early element of cellulitis. Schedule a routine complete physical.

ADDENDUM: Note that has had a tubal ligation since her last visit at the time of her last pregnancy and delivery.
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
