He asserts that he is taking his insulin on a regular basis, but his A1c has remained exceptionally elevated in the 12 range. In the hospital, he had good control of his sugars. He has presented with change in mental status possibly from reactive hypoglycemia and has visions of people being in the shower stall when they were not there and barricade himself inside. He admits to having some anxiety. Apparently, somebody was killed in his area in the recent past. He knows that he should be 24-hour supervised, if he is to stay at home. The family has started to make arrangements to care several of his children and as well as Phyllis. I have given the name of agencies and individuals that he can contact for additional help. He is adamant about assisted living nursing home or adult day care facilities. Only medication changed while in the hospital was the addition of Risperdal 1 mg at h.s. When he was taking further during the day, he became quite somnolent.
