Current medications albuterol metered-dose inhaler and nebulizer, Cymbalta 60 mg daily (no longer takes Effexor), Levoxyl 0.088 mg per day, Percocet 10-325 mg q.i.d., fentanyl patch 75 mcg q. 72h., Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d., Provigil 200 mg q.d., Sinemet 10-100 two at h.s., Pravachol 20 mg daily, lisinopril 2.5 mg daily, and most recently Mucinex DM. She felt tight in her chest and has had a bit of cough. No sputum, hemoptysis, fever, chills, or ill contacts. She is basically homebound except for one day off on Sunday or when she has an appointment with Dr. Romero her psychiatrist or Dr. Love her rheumatologist.

Allergies intolerances Meridia, interferon, sulfa, Inderal, and Demerol.

Hepatitis C, quantitative BMP, TSH, vitamin D, liver function tests, CBC, and A1c done today.

On exam, pulse ox at rest is 95% and on ambulation 93%. She uses two crutches that are padded. Color is pink. No dyspnea with conversation. She has mild to moderate mucoid postnasal drip. Mild frontal sinus and maxillary sinus tenderness. No head and neck adenopathy. Neck is supple. Lungs are absolutely clear even though she feels tight. We will start Z-PAK 250 mg for presumptive sinusitis and Medrol Dosepak. Continue regular medications. Follow up if adverse change in status or persistent symptoms.
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
