For the past several days, he has had sore throat mostly on the right side and he points to an area in his neck around the sternocleidomastoid that is bothersome. He has been blowing his nose and there has been tinge of blood. He has received flu shot. He denied any fever or chills. Does not note there have been any ill contacts. He is concerned about the strep throat, but does not mention any problems in his oropharynx. He has really scant of any sputum. Current medications are per visit 12/18/12. He has not checked his sugar to see if it has gone up. He notes he had a history of pneumonia in 1988. His sister died presumably with swine flu about three years ago.

On exam, he looks well and comfortable. Weight stable at 236 pounds, pulse 80, temperature 98.5, and blood pressure 120/80. HEENT exam of note for mucoid postnasal drip. He reports radiation of pain with examination of his oropharynx. Ears are actually normal. I do not feel head or neck adenopathy. He is tender around the sternocleidomastoid. Lungs are absolutely clear. Pulse ox 95% rest room air. Heart no change in sounds. He does have an AVR.

He did finish his Z-PAK recently. He had declined office visit last week. He is using Mucinex, but coughs all night despite using this. Nasal swab for influenza done today. There is some blood on the swab. He had a throat culture done also to rule out Strep. He uses humidifier in his house. Trial of Augmentin 500 mg b.i.d. pending culture data and Hycodan syrup to use p.r.n. cough. If symptoms persist, refer to ENT.

Note: Allergy or intolerance to codeine and morphine, but two causing anxiety and gentamicin causing renal insufficiency.
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
