Dear Dr. Robertson:

I had the pleasure of seeing Riley Anik in the office today for a followup office visit. Riley is now 17½ months of age. She was last seen in the office on 09/13/2012. She was seen initially in regards to a mild ridge along the frontal area, which I had no surgical recommendations for. They apparently had went to Stanford for neurosurgical second opinion and apparently they felt that there is rather mild ridging there and there was no surgery recommended as well. She continues to do well. They did state that they followed up with Dr. Raja and there were some concerns in regards to some mild hypotonia and there is some further workup and testing that they have recommended. They state he also noticed some two dimples on both sides of the sacrum and had suggested for me to look at it and/or possibly recommend an MRI.

On exam, she is awake and alert. She seems happy, smiling, and interacting quite well. Her head circumference is 48.5 cm, which she is following a curve right along the 95th percentile. Her heart has a regular rate and rhythm. Chest is clear. Abdomen is soft and benign. Extremities are warm and dry with no erythema or edema. I did look at her back and there appears to be some sacral dimples on both sides of the sacrum that I have commonly seen in the past. I had not recommended any intervention for that at this point. Otherwise, she seems to be doing well. Her reflexes are intact. Sensation is intact. Her head overall shows some rather mild ridging.

In summary, Riley is a pleasant 17½-month-old with metopic craniosynostosis. There is a mild ridge with no significant trigonocephaly. I had no surgical recommendations in that regard. She has some benign sacral dimples, which do not require any intervention at this point. At this time, they are due to follow up in your office for further management and care.
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I will be happy to see them back in followup if there are any further questions or concerns.
