No reported concerns or problems with the medicine, but need supervision and care, but have not had the Depakote level checked as requested. No reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, he is alert, verbal, and appropriately dressed. Responded and interacted fairly. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors, but did not maintain a good eye contact. Continues with short attention span and concentration, and is quite easily redirected. No overt suicidal or homicidal thoughts, ideas, plans, or behaviors. No noted signs of side effects from the medication.

Diagnostic Impression: Schizoaffective disorder.

Plan: Continue with Depakote 500 mg one t.i.d. quantity 90, Risperdal 3 mg one in the morning and one at h.s. quantity 60, and Benadryl 25 mg twice a day quantity 60 with one refill, and to return to see in eight weeks for review of medication and followup and get Depakote level. Continue with present placement and supervision.
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
