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IDENTIFYING DATA: The patient is an 18-year-old African-American male. His date of birth is April 16, 1994.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is here for annual psychiatric evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENTING COMPLAINT: The patient is an 18-year-old African‑American male, diagnosed with autism, psychotic disorder NOS, and ADHD, was brought in by his mother for psychiatric evaluation. Mother reports he continues to do well mood wise and behavior wise. Denied sadness, anger, aggression, or mood swings. He had a good time during Christmas. He went to neighbor’s house. He got some gifts like radio, caps, gloves, and clothes. He behaves well. He had some issues at school last week where a boy fought with him and was suspended, but other than that the patient is doing well. He is independent with his hygiene. He needs some reminders. He is sleeping well and eating well. Compliant with medications. Denied side effects. He does chores like making his bed, sweeping the floor, and taking the trash out. He likes to watch TV, listen to music, play video games, go out for shopping, and play basketball. He continues to talk to himself, which did not change. Now, he is scared of thunder and lightning. He is doing well with his focusing. He is more verbal now. His social skills are doing better. He has friends in school. He is able to express his emotions. His mood is stable and reading has improved. He is taking more responsibilities and he knows the bus route now.

PAST PSYCHIATRIC HISTORY: Denied any inpatient psychiatric hospitalization.

FAMILY, SOCIAL, AND LEGAL HISTORY: The patient is living with biological mother and 17-year-old sister. Father has colon cancer and used to abuse alcohol. He visits father on the weekends. Father is 87-year-old. Mother denied any mental problems, but addicted to tobacco and hers side maternal grandfather had alcohol and cirrhosis. One of her cousins has mental illness. Maternal aunt has alcohol problems and cirrhosis. Maternal uncle had Wilson’s disease and other maternal aunt had been on drugs. The patient has two other sisters who are 34 and 35 live in Chicago.
