The patient did have some problem with the bowel movements, but the bowel movements are doing well and the patient took Maxitrate and some MiraLax as well and it did seem to help. The patient on the CT scan uterine fibroid and that is about it.

Objective: Vitals: Blood pressure 140/80. Pulse 74. Temperature 97.6.
Cardiovascular: Regular rate and rhythm. Lungs: Fairly, clear to auscultation.

Assessment: __________syndrome, low back and uterine fibroid.

Plan: Refused gynecology. We are going to try and start that is moderate 17 g of MiraLax a, Dulcolax 10 mg twice a day. UDS found to be okay. We are going to try to decrease the frequency of the Percocet. I told her and tried to counsel her that and that is almost certainly caused constipation that she had before and so we will go from there.
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
