PURPOSE:

I have been asked to review the chart of above-captioned claimant regarding the medical necessity of the services rendered on 12/06/12 for total bill amount of $2592.14 pertaining to electrodiagnostic study under CPT code 95864, 95900, 95903, 95904, and 95934.

REVIEW:
The following medical records were reviewed:

· Bills for services as above pertaining to 95934 x2, 95904 x8, 95903 x4, 95900 x4, and 95864.

· Initial evaluation report dated 10/15/12.

· A followup report dated 11/08/12. 11/26/12, and 12/06/12.

· EMG/NCV data dated 12/06/12.

· MRI of the cervical spine report dated 11/15/12.

· MRI of the lumbar spine report dated 11/15/12.

· Records pertaining to physical therapy treatments.

All the records were reviewed.

DISCUSSION:

Marco Reyna was involved in motor vehicle accident on 10/06/12 and currently I have been asked to comment on the medical necessity of the services on 12/06/12 pertaining to EMG/NCV study of upper and lower extremities.

On 10/15/12, he was diagnosed as having cervical spine sprain and strain with spasm, lumbar spine sprain and strain with gluteal spasm, and lumbosacral radiculopathy versus lumbosacral plexopathy. Motor power is 4/5 or better. DTRs were 1+ at left Achilles and all others are 2+. Sensations are intact. Tinel and Phalen signs were negative. Hoffman was negative. On 10/06/12, there was mention of the neck pain radiating to the right arm and there was low back pain to the left arm, or there was some mention of the sensory discrepancy in the left L5-S1 dermatome. Straight leg raise was 60 degrees on the left side. We do not know the degrees on the right side. Tinel sign was negative and the diagnoses included cervical radiculopathy versus right brachial plexopathy and lumbosacral radiculopathy, left _____ 05:26 plexopathy. MRI of the cervical and lumbar spine was ordered. On 10/06/12, identical clinical examination was provided. Imaging study reports were now available to the treating physician. Doctor indicated that the EMG/NCV study is warranted to rule out plexopathy and/or radiculopathy. Study was done on 12/06/12.

I disagree with the assertion made by the treating physician. There was no clinical evidence of plexopathy and even if one has to rule out right cervical and left lumbar plexopathy, the diagnostic protocol would have been different, mechanism, _____ 07:21 should have been explained, different imaging study should have been ordered, and neurological examination would have been different. It is almost impossible to believe that somebody can have plexopathy of cervical and lumbar regions both. It still does not explain so many F-waves have been tested. It does not explain the study pertaining to the left upper and the right lower extremity. It should be noted that none of the physical therapy notes except initial evaluation provided with any neurological issues and none of the treatment notes are directed towards treating for plexopathy or radiculopathy. The claimant had previous right elbow injury.

There was no causally related neurological differential diagnosis or diagnostic dilemma to warrant such extensive and exhaustive study. Nothing in the chart justify so many F-waves, sensory, and motor nerves to be justifiable.

SUMMARY:

Careful review of the chart, standard of medical care, and review of literature seems to indicate that there was no medical necessity for the services rendered on 12/06/12 for total bill amount of $2592.14 pertaining to electrodiagnostic study under CPT code 95864, 95900, 95903, 95904, and 95934.
