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The patient is here with two conditions. There is slightly painful lump that she noticed today this morning in the right side for her neck and lower lobe of the angle of the jaw. The patient has mild odynophagia. No other symptoms. On examination, the lump is about 4 x 6 cm in diameter. It is soft and freely mobile. The patient states that she has some sensation of fluids in the posterior pharynx when the mass is pressed gently. The mass itself is tender on the overlying skin appears normal. There is no redness, erythema, or swelling on the overlying skin. The oropharynx itself looks normal and there are no masses in the oral cavity. She has no other complaints, but she has that of cheilitis. She has bilateral __________ mouth dry lesions that are recurrent and usually followed by stress. They heal spontaneously and now she is having a flare-up of that. She has tried in the past topical antifungal without success. The patient will need vitamin D level from basic lab work. The patient will be reevaluated tomorrow after getting an ultrasound of the soft tissues of the neck. If this is not a cystic mass, the patient will need CT scan of the neck.
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
