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The patient is brought here by his wife and his son. The patient was noticed to be extremely weak, unable to stand on his feet. While he was in the clinic in the waiting room, he had near syncopal episode. He has no fever or chills. After evaluating the patient in the clinic and being in observation for almost four hours, the patient regained the ability to ambulate and he is alert and oriented x3. He needs to go to the hospital for further evaluation. The lab work done in the office so far reveals the CBC that is unremarkable. His white count is 4000 with a hemoglobin of 9.8 and platelet count of 98,000, the numbers are remarkably good for him, however, they need to be interpreted because the patient has history of leukemia and is currently on treatment. I discussed extensively with the patient’s wife, plan of care at this point and also the patient appears clinically better. We will do complete workup including blood cultures, CBC, and UA. We will give the patient empirically on antibiotics. The patient apparently had yellowish discoloration of the urine and we will have the patient follow up tomorrow for further evaluation and close followup. The patient’s family has been advised to bring him to the hospital or immediately should he develop again the symptoms of weakness.
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
