Dear Steve:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Palmer, today.

She is a 65-year-old female with a history of diabetes. She has had no history of retinopathy. We are also following her as a glaucoma suspect secondary to elevated intraocular pressures and a positive family history for glaucoma. She presents today for baseline glaucoma testing.

I am happy to report that her visual fields are normal in each eye and without glaucomatous visual field defects. Optic nerve tomography also showed healthy nerve fiber layer bilaterally. However, her ocular pressure today continues to be extraordinarily high in both eyes. I will therefore start her on Xalatan drops in each eye q.h.s. We will reevaluate her ocular pressure in one month.

I will keep you informed of her progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
