CHIEF COMPLAINT: Mr. Lord is on Coumadin because of the mesenteric vein thrombosis. He will be on it a year this May. Dr. Garrison was initiated treatment. He wants to come off of it because he has right inguinal hernia, which needs repair. He had previous surgery on it and needs to be off of the Coumadin before he is going to have that done. I have advised him to follow up with Dr. Garrison in that regard.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, or change in appetite. He denies visual changes. He has no shortness of breath or palpitations. The abdominal exam is positive for abdominal pain related to his hernia. He also has some reflux symptoms. He has frequency and nocturia x 2-3. He has some low back pain without numbness or burning. He denies skin rashes or change in mood or concentration.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Shows a man, in no apparent discomfort. Head and neck is within normal limits for age. Chest is clear to IPPA. Cardiovascular exam shows normal first and second heart sounds without murmurs. The abdominal exam shows soft abdomen with hernia in the right lower quadrant. Bowel sounds are normal.
