Dear Pat:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Anderson, today.

She is a 72-year-old female with a history of diabetes. We have also been following her as a glaucoma suspect; however, she has been lost to follow up for over two years. At the present time, she does complain of decreased vision.

Examination reveals a visual acuity of 20/60 in the right eye and 20/50 in the left eye with her current correction. Proper refraction can only achieve 20/30 vision in the right eye and 20/40 vision in the left eye. She has no evidence of diabetic retinopathy. Her decreased vision is secondary to cataracts. In addition, she continues to be a glaucoma suspect secondary to elevated intraocular pressures today. I will have Ms. Anderson return for baseline glaucoma testing including visual fields and optic nerve tomography. We may consider cataract extractions to improve her vision.

I will keep you informed of her progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
