Dear Raj:

I had a chance to see your patient, Ms. Kennedy, today.

She is a 73-year-old female with a history of diabetes. Her past ocular history is significant for glaucoma for which she is followed by Dr. Richard Dodson. She is currently using Alphagan drops in each eye b.i.d. and Travatan drops in each eye q.h.s. She has no visual complaints.

Examination reveals stable visual acuity of 20/200 in the right eye and 20/50 in the left eye with best correction. She has proliferative diabetic retinopathy in each eye, which is quiet following panretinal laser photocoagulation in each eye and macular photocoagulation bilaterally as well. She has stable pseudophakia bilaterally. Finally, her glaucoma appears to be controlled on her current medications. I will take photographs of Ms. Kennedy’s retinopathy today. Otherwise she can return in six months or sooner should she have any problems.

I will keep you informed of her progress.

Thank you very much for allowing me to share in the care of this very pleasant patient.
