REASON FOR VISIT: Followup itch ears.

HPI: Carol returns today two weeks later for symptoms of itchy ears. It appears to be an eczematoid otitis so I placed her on Elocon cream and DermOtic. She reports complete resolution of her symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAM:
GENERAL APPEARANCE: Healthy appearing female in no apparent distress. Voice is normal. Face is symmetric.

EARS: Bilateral concha bullosa look markedly improved with no evidence of any dry skin and decreased edema and thickening. The canals are clear. TMs are normal.

ASSESSMENT: Resolved eczematoid otitis.

PLAN: We talked about how to use these two medications if the symptoms recur, which they would likely will. I will see her back in one year for routine wax cleaning, sooner if anything develops in the interim.
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
