Plan: Continue Cogentin 0.5 mg b.i.d., Haldol 5 mg t.i.d., Klonopin 0.5 mg b.i.d., and Ativan 1 mg p.o. t.i.d. Follow up in three months. AIMS done scored 0. Requested copy of labs and also requested signed consent form.
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
