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The patient is here with complaints of frontal headache, postnasal discharge, productive of thick drainage and purulent discharge. The patient has a persistent cough associated with pulmonary complaints. The patient was seen by a doctor recently who diagnosed him with sinusitis. He took a seven-day course of amoxicillin with clavulanate. The patient improved, but now he has these persistent symptoms. The patient was recently treated and diagnosed with influenza. On physical exam, he states has thick sputum noted on nasal congestion. He appears well. We were deciding to treat the patient with a two-week course of Bactrim for recurrent sinusitis and general advice was given in terms of __________. His hemoglobin A1c will be checked. Again, the patient was counseled on exercise and life style changes. The patient is to return to the office in four months.
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
