Kimberly is seen here for a followup visit. She is now almost 4 years of age. She was last seen in the office on 03/09/2010. According to mother, she had been under hospice care at one point. She has a history of severe developmental impairment and holoprosencephaly. She had a VP shunt that was inserted on 01/27/2009 with also past history of massive macrocephaly. Her last office visit was on 03/09/2010 at which point she seemed comfortable and had increased tone and there does not seem to be much change on last imaging compared to prior. I had recommended a followup MRI. She presents to the office today. She is in a wheelchair. She is awake. She has severe developmental impairment. Her eyes are open. She seems to have some blink response to pain or movement with sound. Her tone is increased in the upper and lower extremities. She has massive macrocephaly with her head circumference of 58 cm. Heart has a regular rate and rhythm. Chest is clear. Abdomen is soft and benign. Extremities are warm and dry with no erythema or edema. At this point, I discussed the situation with the mother and she is in agreement at this point of obtaining a followup MRI. I doubt there would be any recommendations for any further surgery at this point.
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
