I had the pleasure of seeing Linda Paulin in the office today for a followup office visit. Linda presented to the office today with her husband. She has had followup imaging of the brain performed that has shown disease progression in the left temporal lobe with some associated edema and mass effect. They have followed up with medical oncology as well. There were some talks about possibility of chemotherapy. However, the husband and both her given her systemic disease and current decline in clinical condition are leaning towards home hospice. She seems quite debilitated at this point. She is walking with lot of assistance from her husband. She is not having any headaches. She has worsening aphasia with confusion with generalized weakness. Her heart has a regular rate and rhythm. Her extremities are warm and dry with no erythema. She has some increased tone on the left side in the lower extremity. Her sensation is intact.

In summary, Mrs. Paulin is a pleasant 66-year-old female with metastatic cancer. At this point, she has apparent disease progression. I do not have any recommendations for any further surgery in regards to the head. The patient and husband both understand that. At this point, they are seeking consultation for home hospice therapy, which I feel is appropriate.
