Dear Dr. Abraham Slaim:

This 45-year-old lady is seen for electrodiagnostic studies on January 22, 2013, in Oakwood Imaging Center in Taylor.

HISTORY: She has history of car accident injuring her left arm and had surgery to the left thumb that was two years ago and she currently feels numbness through left arm ever since. She denies any symptoms on the right side.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: There is well-healed incision scar on the dorsum aspect of the left thumb, but there is no focal muscle wasting or muscle weakness in the left arm and tendon jerks are symmetrical.

EMG: EMG was performed in the left hand and arm and cervical paraspinals. EMG reveals no neuropathic changes in all sampled muscles.

NERVE CONDUCTION STUDY: Left median motor conduction velocity distal latency and amplitudes are normal. Left ulnar motor conduction velocity across the elbow as well as in the forearm segment distal latency and amplitudes are normal. Left median sensory distal latency and amplitude and evoked response are normal. Left ulnar sensory distal latency, amplitude and evoked response are normal. Left radial sensory distal latency and amplitude and evoked response are normal.

CONCLUSION: EMG and nerve conduction studies in the left upper extremity is essentially normal. There is no evidence of cervical radiculopathy, brachial plexopathy, or any focal entrapment neuropathy on the left side.
