Subjective: This patient presents today with recurrence of her sore throat. This has been going on for the last two to three days and progressively worsening. She denies any fevers, chills, nausea or vomiting. Hurts to swallow. Rest of review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Height 4’4”. Weight 64 pounds. Temperature 36.8°C. Pulse 90. Positive tonsillar erythema without exudate and positive cervical lymphadenopathy. Chest: Clear. TMs are intact. No rhinorrhea.

Assessment and Plan: Pharyngitis. We will treat with amoxicillin 500 mg twice daily for seven days. Strep test was positive again. She may fill the azithromycin if the amoxicillin does not improve her symptoms.
