Subjective: This patient presents today with three-to-four-day history of hoarseness in her voice and sore throat. No sick source. She has not had her flu vaccination. She denies any fevers, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Blood pressure is 124/70. Pulse 96. Respiration 18. Temperature 98.2. She has some mild pharyngeal erythema absent tonsils. TMs are intact. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Rapid strep test was negative.

Assessment and Plan: Pharyngitis with some laryngitis. Recommend peroxide gargles. The patient does not have any tonsils. Rapid strep test was negative. She may hold the amoxicillin 500 mg twice a day if she is still having sore throat after about three days’ time. Treatment and plan at this point time is supportive therapy only. Hydration, rest, and Tylenol as needed for any fevers. Advised the patient that she should get her flu vaccine sometime in the next few days.
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
