Subjective: This patient presents today with three-day history of increasing fussiness. He appears to be uncomfortable on the right side of the face and mother noted some sores on the mouth. He has had decreased appetite but no vomiting. No diarrhea. The patient has an MRI scheduled for the neck area, which is ordered by the ENT to assess for why he is having multiple infections.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. The patient is alert and nontoxic appearing male. Vital Signs: Temperature 96.6. Weight 27 pounds. Respiration was 20. Pulse 116. Examination of the mouth reveals two ulcerations in the right gum and left lower gum. No lesions noted on the tongue or upper palate.

Assessment and Plan: Stomatitis. Supportive therapy only. We will treat with oral gel and pushing fluids and avoidance of any exacerbated foods. Return to clinic if needed.
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
