Physical Examination:
General: He is awake and alert.

Extremities: Trace leg edema bilaterally.

Neurologic: No focal neurological deficits.

Assessment:

1. Anemia. Rule out GI malignancy.

2. History of hypertension.

3. Dementia.

4. Anxiety disorder.

Plan of Care: We will hold on to his workup. We will discontinue Celexa. No GI workup at this point per family’s request. Continue other current management.
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
