 HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS:

The patient has been in her usual state of health. The patient has some weight complaints including some bone pains and discomfort. She had serum protein electrophoresis, which showed a suspicious band. Subsequently, this is conformed with immunofixation electrophoresis. The patient was found to have monoclonal spike. The patient has been referred us further work up for possible underlying plasma cell disorder. She states that she otherwise has been in fairly good health. She states that few years ago she also had possibly finding of an M-spike on work up. However, the details of that work up not known to her. She is also unsure whether she has a bone marrow or any other studies done at that time. She has been in otherwise good health and denies any recent fever, chills, night sweats, or weight loss.

                  ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

Ms. Bottoms has possibly MGUS. It appears from the history that she may have had this for sometime now. However, plasma cell disorder especially on multiple myeloma like process cannot be entirely ruled out. Therefore, I have advised her to obtain a few additional studies including repeat serum immunofixation electrophoresis as well as urine immunofixation electrophoresis. The patient would also have a bone survey. The patient will also have bone marrow aspiration biopsy to rule out multiple myeloma. The patient agrees to the above the plan and she will return in about week for the bone marrow aspiration biopsy.
