The patient recently had a PET scan. He is here today to discuss the results. The patient denies any new complaints.

                  ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

Mr. Logan unfortunately appears to have metastatic disease. He has disease in the lymph nodes as well as the bones. The patient also has multiple lungs nodules on the CT scans. These were discussed with the patient and his family. The patient has other medical problems and he is not a good candidate for systemic chemotherapy. He is a nonsmoker and has bronchoalveolar/adenocarcinoma in-situ. The patient therefore may benefit from EGFR inhibitors. The patient and family were counseled about the potential toxicities from a drug like Tarceva. The patient wants to proceed with the treatment. He will return to see me in about three weeks. We will plan to start at 150 mg daily. If the patient cannot tolerate this dose and we will return reduce it to lower level. I will plan to obtain a followup imaging studies after six to eight weeks of treatment.
