RIGHT FOOT, THREE VIEWS
FINDINGS: Soft tissue technique was used. AP and lateral and additional unspecific view are presented. There are hammertoe deformities. There is hallux valgus with degenerative changes at the first metatarsal phalangeal articulation. There are some degenerative changes in the interphalangeal joint spaces. There is suggestion of a degree of pes planus. There are inferior and posterior calcified heel spurs. There is soft tissue fullness about the metatarsals. Some vascular calcifications are apparent.
IMPRESSION: Prominent hammertoe deformities. Hallux valgus with possible bunion formation. Degenerative bony changes in the head of the first metatarsal and base of the proximal phalanx of the great toe.
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
