CHEST, PA AND LATERAL

FINDINGS: There is a less than optimal degree of inspiration which may be related to the patient’s large body habitus. Considering this, the heart is within limits of normal for size. There are a few increased interstitial markings in the lung fields. The costophrenic sulci are sharp. Minimal degenerative changes are present in the vertebral endplates. Some calcification is present in the aorta.
IMPRESSION: Mild chronic lung and bony changes. No x-ray evidence of infiltrate.
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
