Subjective: This patient presents today for evaluation regarding his ADHD. He is otherwise doing well except for some recent complaints that he injured his left knee and left lower back from a snow-boarding incident last weekend. He has been snow‑boarding every weekend. He was doing a maneuver and hit a tree. He did not have any loss of consciousness. He is present today with his brother who is here to discuss his academic performance. He is slightly improved. He still has no desire to learn and does not have any idea what he wants to do when he is done with school. He has mentioned wanting to be a mercenary but wants an adventurous career.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/76. Pulse 90. Respiration 18. Height 5’2½”. Weight 128 pounds. He does have some mild reproducible tenderness over the left lower lumbar, but no vertebral tenderness. Straight leg raise is negative. He has full range of motion. Examination of the left elbow which he thought he hyperextended appears to be normal with no tenderness and full range. Examination of both knees reveals no tenderness or ecchymosis. Normal affect. Responds appropriately to questions, appears indifferent during conversation.

Assessment and Plan:
1. ADHD. We will refill his Concerta ER 54 mg once a day dispensed# 30 with one refill.

2. Lumbar strain secondary to snow-boarding. No further treatment warranted at this point in time.
