CHEST, PA AND LATERAL

FINDINGS: This study is compared to the previous study of December 12, 2012 and a study of September 27, 1996. Again, there is lucency throughout a lower thoracic vertebral body but this was present to some extent on the study of September 27, 1996. The gray scale on both images is such that the lungs are hyper-exposed and that the bony structures appear somewhat less than optimally penetrated. The heart is within upper limits of normal for size. Some scar is present in both lower lung fields. There is flattening of the hemidiaphragms. The costophrenic sulci are not completely included posteriorly.
IMPRESSION: Chronic lung and bony changes with suggestion of an element of COPD. Increased lucency throughout a lower thoracic vertebral body. This has been present previously, and at times more prominent than others and it may simply be due to superimposition of normal lung structures. AP and lateral views specific for the thoracic spine are recommended for further evaluation.
