Subjective: This patient presents today with noticeable fussiness, coughing, and runny nose. No vomiting or diarrhea. The patient has not been wanting to drink her PediaSure which we prescribed to improve her weight gain. Father reports that she does not like the taste. She is otherwise doing well today but has been doing some ear pulling particularly in the right ear.

Objective: General: The patient appears to be in no acute distress. Non-toxic appearing infant. Vital Signs: Temperature 98.2. Pulse 116. Respiration 20. Weight 19 pounds 7 ounces. Chest: Clear. Right TM is mildly erythematous. Left TM is normal. There is clear rhinorrhea. No oral lesions. Equal symmetrical limb movements. Moist oral mucosa.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Right otitis media. We will treat with amoxicillin dosed per weight for seven days.

2. Abnormal weight. The patient’s weight is actually improved since the last visit. No further care warranted at this point in time. While the child is eating well, we can probably avoid using the PediaSure supplement.
