Subjective: This patient presents today for a well-man physical. He is concerned about some testicular pain that he has been having. He denies any urinary discomfort or penile discharge. He has had some episodes of unprotected intercourse with a new partner. He reports no fevers, chills, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or rectal pain.

He did not have any testicular tenderness, but he has been complaining of some testicular discomfort. We will put him on doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. for seven days until GC and Chlamydia results are back.
