Mr. McGowan was seen for followup visit. He is complaining of severe pain in his left wrist reporting of difficulties of propelling his wheelchair. He continues to complain of lower back pain too. However, the pain in his lower back and leg is managed well with medication that he is on. He suffers from severe neuropathic pain and also central induce pain secondary to spinal cord injury.
ASSESSMENT: Chronic pain syndrome with central induced secondary to spinal cord injury. The patient is paraplegic. He also has enthesopathy of his left wrist joint. The patient was given prolotherapy into the wrist joints. 1 cc of dextrose was mixed with 1 cc of Sarapin and Marcaine. The patient did not have any untoward reaction from this injection. I have told the patient to take it easy not to excessively use his hand in the next two or three days. Otherwise, I will see the patient.
