Ms. Ryan was seen for followup visit. She is complaining of having problem in her back and SI joint, also sacrospinous ligaments, and also in her shoulders. The shoulder pain is mostly soft tissues in origin, but the sacroiliac joint pain and sacrospinous ligaments are mostly enthesopathy. The patient was given prolotherapy into the sacrospinous ligaments. A mixture of Marcaine, Sarapin, and dextrose was injected 2 cc of each. The patient also was given trigger point injection in this soft tissues or shoulder were the use of Marcaine and Sarapin. The patient did not have any untoward reaction.
