The patient is here for followup on suspected Parkinson. The patient has shuffling gait and Coenzyme positive. He was not able to tolerate Sinemet at 25/100 mg dose. He states that he felt nauseous and dizzy. He has tried on it for three days. The patient is advised to take it at bedtime since he had having symptoms at bedtime when he took it at night. We, however, decreased the dose to half a tablet every day and I will continue the dose for one week and if he can tolerate half tablet then he can increase to one and half tablet twice a day. The patient has __________ frequently. He has tried antidepressants in the past for a short period of time. We will put the patient on citalopram and reevaluate in four weeks.
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
