Ms. Gibbs was seen for followup visit on 01/09/2013. We discussed about the current condition that she has, the patient is doing good, but still has problems of back. Overall she seems to be doing well. Pain is controlled well.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination reveals the patient is alert and oriented x3. She is afebrile. Vitals signs are stable. Medically stable. Affect is fair. Her back extension tends to increase her pain level. Her strength is good. There are no any neurological deficits. Straight leg raisings were also normal. Most of the pain is localized with lumbar spine with an extension of lumbosacral paraspinal muscles also side bending rotation.

ASSESSMENT: Chronic back pain with failed back surgery syndrome of the lumbar spine and facet arthropathy with spinal stenosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: My recommendation is to continue her medication. Also to continue to treat her and home exercise program.
