Ms. Jones was seen for a followup visit on 01/21/2013. We discussed about her current condition. Ms. Jones overall seems to be doing well. She supposed to have surgery, which was supposed to be done by Dr. Radden over the Christmas holidays. However, the patient did to have this surgery of her neck, which she was told that will be done. According to the patient nobody had contacted her from Dr. Radden’s office. She is here today she continues to complaining of the pain in her neck, which radiates down to right upper extremities with numbness and tingling sensation at times, weakness in right upper extremity, difficulties of walking with poor balance, and pain down the right lower extremity. She also continues to complain of headaches on regular basis. She has had Botox injection in the past, which give her significant headaches relief.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination remains to be the same that is the patient does have significant pain with neck range of motion. Also palpation of cervical spine and paraspinal muscles tends to increased pain levels. Straight leg raisings were positive on the left right lower extremity and cervical Spurling test is also positive in right upper extremity.

ASSESSMENT: Chronic back pain, chronic neck pain, chronic myofascial pain, facet arthrosis, arthropathy, and also status post motor vehicle accident with chronic headache and cervicogenic headache.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Recommendation is to continue her current medication. The patient may benefit from Botox injection. We will have pre-authorization for the Botox injection. Home exercise program to be continued. She will follow up with Dr. Radden spine specialist for possible interventional treatment or surgical treatment of neck and back.
