Ms. Madden was seen for a followup visit. She complains of still having problems with her neck, back, and shoulders. She is still working full time at the post office.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination reveals the patient is alert and oriented x3. She is afebrile. Vital signs are stable. Medically stable. Neurologically, she is intact. Affect is good. She is walking independently without any assisted device. Increased pain with iliolumbar ligamentous attachment and also the neck and shoulders.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Chronic shoulder pain.

2. Chronic iliolumbar and sacroiliac joint pain syndrome.

3. Neuropathic pain.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Recommendation is to continue medication. The patient was also given prolotherapy. The patient also did get dextrose, Marcaine, and Sarapin mixture of these chemicals compounds into the shoulder too. She did not have any untoward reaction from it. I will see the patient in four weeks.
