He is very happy about the progress that he is making. He also does have side business. He continues to have problem, however, with neck, shoulders, lower back, and left foot. Medication does allow him to function well. He denies any misuse of medications or misappropriation or abusing of medications.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Physical examination reveals the patient is alert. He is oriented x3. He is afebrile. Vital signs are stable. Medically stable. Patrick’s and Gaenslen’s maneuver were positive. Also shoulder examination reveals the patient has positive finding with Hawkins and Speed tests on left side. Straight leg raise were also positive.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Chronic back pain with radiculopathy or radiculitis.

2. Chronic radiculopathy.

3. Neuropathy.

4. Chronic degenerative arthritis of the left shoulder.

5. Chronic glenohumeral joint pain of the left shoulder.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Recommendation is to continue his current medication. The medication has made him functional and able to function provide for his family therefore we will continue the medication.
